Children must have participated in at least one year of religious education prior to entering the 
sacrament preparation process; there must also be evidence of a family commitment to the Catholic faith and parish life.  
 

Sacrament of Confirmation - preparation sessions are held on Wednesday evenings, 7:00-8:30 p.m., with a candidate interview, summer sponsor-
candidate apprentice period, individual prayer and reflection, retreat, service activities and parent  sessions part of the preparation process.   Youth must 
successfully complete the parish grade 8-10 mini-course requirements prior to entering the Confirmation Preparation process.

Classes are held at St. Patrick’s Parish Center, Lodi, in accord with diocesan standards, under the direction of Reverend Father Francisco Higuera, Parish Administrator. 
 

PRESCHOOL-KINDERGARTEN - Sunday Morning, 9:45 -11:00 a.m.  typically three classes  a  month October-April  
Parish youngsters, ages 3-6 are introduced to the Good News of Jesus Christ by sharing the Sunday Gospel at their level of understanding, with stories, 
finger-plays, music and hands-on activities.   Children become familiar with the basics of the Mass: learning responses, gestures, and prayers.  Small 
groups provide consistency and routine, while the large group gathering promotes a sense of community and an age-appropriate place to be introduced 
to scripture and liturgy.   Preschoolers and Kindergarten children use Gospel-based activity sheets.

Using a variety of catechetical approaches, our grade 1-4 curriculum presents the core elements of our Catholic faith, essential to religious formation and 
instruction.   Our desire is to form disciples who act with the mind and heart of Christ.   To accomplish this objective, we use the Call to Faith religion 
texts, published by Harcourt Religion, a division of Our Sunday Visitor, which present the essential elements of our faith through seven doctrinal themes:  
Revelation, Trinity, Jesus Christ, The Church, Morality, Sacraments, and the Kingdom of God.   In addition, our curriculum is rooted in Scripture, the lives 
of the Saints and people of faith so that connections are made between what we believe and how we celebrate and live out our faith.    
 

Grade 5-7 youth focus intentionally on the Word of God.   Grades 4-5 explore the Old Testament to get a sense of the people, places and events of the 
Hebrew Scriptures in the context of Salvation History; grade 7 delves into the New Testament with a focus on the Gospel message of Jesus Christ.   A 
variety of catechetical materials are used to support this curriculum.    
 

Religious education classes (offered twice a month) for grade 1-7 children are supported through Parent Talk sessions held on a regular basis to provide 
parents with an opportunity to learn and share their faith, and parish-family nights that are rooted in the liturgical year.  The fourth component of our 
parish religious education effort, FAMILY GOSPEL TIME, is supported through lectionary based materials that focus on the Sunday readings with families 
invited to spend some time each week reflecting on the scripture readings together at home, both in preparation for and in response to our weekly 
gathering as a faith community at Mass.     Our parish Catechist Resource Center and Family Library are available along with a state of the art on-line 
Catholic network that offers  a multitude of materials for lesson-planning and family activities.    
 

An alternative approach to religious education THE CATHOLICS OF CHARACTER CLUB ɀ Grade 4-7 is offered once a month, 2:30-4:30 Saturday afternoon.  
Doctrinal themes are presented with an eye to discipleship training and the development of  the virtues as  youth  learn about the saints and experience our 
Catholic faith in action through a variety of service oriented activities.    A club or "youth group" approach is emphasized rather than a classroom setting.   
 

GR. 8-10 MINI -COURSES  WEDNESDAY, 7:00-8:30 p.m. with alternative course options offered at a variety of times.  
A potpourri of topics are covered in three to six week courses, including four CORE COURSES which all youth are required to complete before entering the Confirmation 

Preparation process.   In addition to these four CORE COURSES, youth are also required to complete a minimum of three electives.  The electives include 3-6 week classes, parish 

disciple-in-training experiences, and retreats sponsored by the diocese and other religious formation institutions and groups.  Please refer to the Mini-course Sign-Up form for 

additional information about this section of our parish religious education program.
